Draw a concept web that defines the geography of your city. Include the definition of Geography and show the five geographic themes as follows:

1. Location – Where on Earth are you?  Draw a map of where you live. Use a World map and indicate what city you live in, showing the latitude, longitude, continent, and hemisphere.

2. Place – What is your city like? Describe the physical geography (for example, mountains, oceans, valleys, etc.) and the cultural geography (for example, the language, population races, etc.)

3. Human/Environment Interactions – How have people in your city changed their environment (for example, bridges and roads)? How has the environment shaped the culture in your city (for example, the port of San Diego houses the Navy)?

4. Movement – How do people stay in touch in your city?  What communication technology is used? What transportation system is used?

5. Regions – Regions are areas that are defined by unifying characteristics. What are the characteristics of your city? How is your city similar to other areas in California? 
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
