Course Description 
Web Architecture – “School Website Design” will provide students with an introduction to the programming languages, software applications, and methods used to develop websites. Topics covered include web programming skills, information architecture, graphic design, technical writing, and promotion/public relations. Homework 
Homework will be assigned to reinforce computer concepts. No late work will be accepted. All lab assignments will be completed in the computer lab. 
Lab Equipment
