The online catalog will search all 34 branches for materials. Books not from your local branch can be requested by phone or ordered online and delivered to the branch library you designate. 
THE SDPL DATABASES:
The barcode numbers on your card and the last 4 digits of your phone number are used to login on the databases.
The SDPL has approximately 80 databases that contain reliable information on a variety of subjects. These include article and news databases, and references such as dictionaries, maps, encyclopedias, etc. Not all SDPL databases can be accessed from the same location. Each database will indicate if it can be accessed from home, the local branch, or only the downtown Central Library. 

USING THE DATABASE: 
1. Go to the San Diego Public Library Homepage:

2. Choose the section labeled Library Catalog and Databases 
3. Choose Research Databases
4. Searches can be done in several ways. 
· View all the databases alphabetically by Title. 
· View databases by Subject, Type, or Location. 

· If you are really savvy, you can use SDPL One Search, where a more advanced search feature allows you to narrow your search criteria.
